1.Disconnect the negative battery cable.
Loosen the hose clamp on the air cleaner
box lid. Twist and remove the breather hose
from the air cleaner box lid.

4. Remove the factory air filter from the air
cleaner box.

7. A.) Loosen the hose clamp on the throttle
body. B.) Using a 10mm socket, remove the
bolt next to the throttle body that holds the
intake resonator in place.

10. Carefully twist and remove the tempera-
ture sensor from the bottom of the resona-
tor, and then remove the resonator from the
vehicle.

2. Unlatch the two air cleaner lid latches on
the front of the airbox.

5. Remove the oil filler cap, and set it aside.
Use caution not to drop anything into the
engine while the cap is off.

8. Carefully pull the resonator towards you
and rotate the bottom up to gain access to the
tie wrap holding the breather hose to the rub-
ber coupler. Cut the tie wrap and discard it.

11. Assemble the Quick Fit panels (#2, #3),
using four 6-32 x 5/16” screws (#12), #6 flat
washers (#13), and 6-32 keps nuts (#14).

6. Carefully lift up on the engine cover (it is
held in place by grommets, no bolts) to ac-
cess the hose clamp on the throttle body,
and 10mm bolt next to the throttle body.

9. Slide the clip off of the resonator that
holds the breather tube in place.

12. Install the weather strip (#7) on the top
of the Quick Fit assembly. (Hint: start at
one end, and go towards the other end,
don’t start in the middle.)

Make sure there is no foreign material in the intake path. Make sure all clamps, hoses, bolts, and screws are tight.

23. Reconnect the negative battery cable!
